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Ministerôs letter 
 

Just before sitting down to write this our post came and Jo had a letter from the 

hospital requesting her to attend a follow up ultra-sound after her routine 

mammogram this week.  There was no explanation other than they want to do 

some more tests but this has clearly made our stomachs turn!  Weôd value your 

prayers.  It has quickly made us realise afresh how quickly the rug can be pulled 

from under us and how important it is to stand firmly on the rock that is Jesus and 

trust He is Lord!  Not always easy and my normally unimaginative brain suddenly 

goes into overdrive but taking time to turn to Jesus is so reassuring!  Jeremiah 

29:11-13 once again come to mind.  Have a look at them. 

 

Right now my mind isnôt really on this letter but I do want to say thank you to all 

whoôve attended our first round of Vision meetings and for those beginning to get 

more involved.  Weôve done all six and have started identifying some activities ï 

attending the Steaming Ahead day on 18 June, a toddlersô sports day, a youth 

conference, a menôs curry night, working through the gifts and fruit of the Holy Spirit 

in the Autumn, beginning to find out more about what we all do, and probably 

improving the acoustics in the church hall.  What we do with the building is 

dependent on what key activities we want to undertake and whether or not we get 

involved in the idea of developing a community hub at the District Centre.  On this 

note, please come along to church on 14 June for a meeting which will be focussing 

on this.  This could become a significant issue for us.  Come along, ask questions 

and find out more.  It sounds as though Wokingham will be doing something.  There 

is an opportunity for us to become involved.  We need to decide to what extent we 

want to get involved. 

 

Iôd also like to highlight a reminder that the vision work with the 6 focus areas are a 

response to the profile exercise over 100 of us took part in late 2009 and early 

2010.  In looking at 7 marks of a healthy church we identified that we are weakest 

at facing the cost of change and growth, seeking to find out what God wants and 

having an outward looking focus.  The last one was weakest and so weôre 

concentrating on this but in doing so we have been trying to better listen to what 

God is saying and recognising that we may need to face change and growth.  We 

shouldnôt sit back with our worship and the like but an outward focus, where we 

concentrate on going and making disciples, needs to be a real core driving force at 

Trinity. 
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There is room for, and a need for, everyone to play a part in this commission from 

God.  We may not have identified a key outward focus area for older people but 

that doesnôt mean the older members of Trinity donôt have a role.  Quite the 

opposite; I realise there has been some concern about this issue.  As I see it, and 

gradually more and more are also, older folk have a role to play in any and all of 

these vision areas.  Their experience in life, as dads and mums, as grandparents, 

in the work place, at home, and as Christians are all vitally important because all 

the younger people can benefit from it if we get a chance to.  Incidentally weôre 

changing the name of one of the vision areas from Children and Young Families to 

Children and Families.  This, hopefully, helps support what Iôve just said.  As well as 

this, this vision work is not just about what or how anyone at Trinity can benefit from 

it but is about how everyone can get involved and give and share whatever gifting 

and experience they have gained in their journey of life.  I hope to keep stressing 

this point as itôs really important.  Christianity is so much about how we respond, 

primarily to Jesusô sacrificial love for us all, and this is the case with a church that 

wants to grow and mature in its mission.  Whatever age you are there is an 

invitation and scope for you to be involved and through your involvement I believe 

youôll find encouragement and see yourself growing in Christ. We all need to be 

checking out what God is saying to us about what we get involved in.  Please do 

ask if you have questions or queries. 

 

Many thanks, once again, to Sandy, Phil and Gordon, to all the performers and all 

who helped behind the scenes at the Music Evening, as well to all who came.  It 

was a great evening. 

 

I hope everyone who goes to the Steaming Ahead day will have great fun.  Itôs 

great to see so many signed up to go.  Please come along to Trinity the following 

day, 19 June, as itôs our Birthday, Fatherôs Day and weôre having a gift day to 

balance our budget and hopefully exceed this and so contribute to the vision work.

The latest of Sandy Catchickõs microwave recipes: 

 

Micr owave Strawberry Jam  

 

Ingredients:  

500g strawberries (or other b erries)   

1/4 cup lemon juice (i.e. juice of 1.5 lemons)  

2 cups granulated sugar (1lb)  

 

Method:  

Start by sterilising two average sized jam jars (e.g. using baby sterilising 

tablets).  Place a small saucer in the freezer. Wash and prepare fruit and 

place in a large microwaveable e.g. Pyrex bowl (not plastic as that will melt 

because of the heat of the sugar) with lemon juice.  Microwave on medium 

for 4 -5 minutes until fruit softens slightly.  Stir in sugar and microwave 

on medium, for a total of 20 minutes , checking and stirring every few 

minutes.  Drop small amount onto cold saucer and check for setting point ð 

this will be slightly thinner than normal.  Add 5 minutes more cooking on 

high if necessary, depending on the fruit.  Leave to stand for 5 minutes.  

Spoon the jam into hot sterilised jars, which need to be sealed and 

labelled. Yields 2 cups/2 average sized jam jars.  This jam will seem 

runnier than normal but cooking continues during standing time and it sets 

well once in jars and cooled.  

 

I hope you enjoy it.
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
